E. E. Kuzmin. Modification of the Concept of Punishment in the Law and Practice of International Criminal Tribunals:
from Nuremberg to the Hague

The article is devoted to a holistic comprehension of the variations in the overall perception of the phenomenon of pun-
ishment from the standpoint of key legal documents and cases of major international criminal tribunals and courts from the time
of their origin to the present.

Five distinct formations of the concept of punishment have been formed, taking into account the activities of the relevant
bodies of international criminal justice: Nuremberg, Tokyo, Balkan, Rwanda and Rome.

It is found that based on the experience of the International Military Tribunal in Nuremberg, the Nuremberg model of
punishment is literally identified as an “act of justice” which is subject to it through the requirement of propriety, and also serves
as a deterrent-motivated “instrument for ensuring” compliance with international law.
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It is determined that the Tokyo model of punishment is an integral element of stern justice developed by the International
Military Tribunal for the Far East, which consists in trying and punishing, fairly, promptly, absolutely all war criminals, justly
and properly.

1t is established that the Balkan model of punishment, shaped by the practice of the International Criminal Tribunal for the
former Yugoslavia, is largely shaped by its perception as a “righteous alternative to vendetta”, which not only contributes to the
return to the rule of law, reconciliation and the restoration of true peace, but also reveals itself through the goals and functions
of retribution and deterrence (rather situationally, general prevention (or deterrence), condemnation, “just deserts”, collective
reconciliation, “protection of society”, and rehabilitation).

It is noted that the Rwandan model of punishment, as a product of the International Criminal Tribunal for Rwanda, is rep-
resented by its likening to a means of deterrence, justice, reconciliation and peace, which at the same time also pursues the goals
of retribution, deterrence, rehabilitation and protection of society.

It is revealed that the Rome Model of punishment developed by the International Criminal Court is concentrated around
two constituent parts, — the full expression of the international community s condemnation and proportionality, which reflects
the total culpability.

It is emphasized that further research on the relevant issues is expedient and necessary in order to establish and clarify the
patterns and trends in the development of ideas about the practical understanding of the concept of punishment in international
criminal law.
